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Thinking About Paul and the World

During this season of Lent, we have been focusing on the
journeys of the Apostle Paul. During each of Paul's jour-
neys he moved up the Syrian coast and headed north-
wast. In at least his first and third journeys, his point of
departure is thought to have been Antioch of Syria (today
part of southeast Turkey), and the destination of his sec-
ond and third journeys was ultimately parts of modern
day Greece.

When | read about someone leaving Syria
and traveling to Greece, my mind turns to
the refugees fleeing the Syrian conflict
today. Syria's five year civil war has left
hundreds of thousands dead and milliens
displaced. Refugees from Iraq, Afghani-
stan and other war-torn countries contin-
ue to migrate. Much like Paul on his first
journay, many refugees try to hop rides
over precarious waters.

Currently, the European Union is strug-
gling to cope with the flow. Germany and
Sweden have led the way, but without
better coordination, funding and support,
it's likely the continued flow will over-
whelm current systems.

The U.S. is starting to send aid but more is needed. Our
church has allocated funds in our mission budget to try
and help. As we look to areas of potential conflict, such
as the imperiled dream of a two state solution in lsrasl-
Palestine, we think of the importance of peacemaking,
now more than ever.

At the same time, America is struggling with its own dis-
cussions about migrants. Immigration has become a po-
litical hot potato in the presidential primary season with

candidates calling for border restrictions, some against all
Muslims. As a congregation dedicated to openness and
interfaith witness, as people who are decent and in order
and who, of course, take security in an age of terrorism
seriously, we try to look for a different approach. When-
aver communities have broadly practiced exclusion, they
have done so at their peril.

Paul’s life was one of stark contrasts. He
went from chief persecutor to chiefly per-
secuted. He depended on the openness
and hospitality of those he visited. Paul’s
ministry was one that fundamentally
opened up Christianity from being a Jaw-
ish sect to a rapidly growing ministry
among the gentiles which spread to all
corners of the world.

Paul’s ministry teaches that when we focus
on peace, inclusion and hope, rather than
violence, exclusion and despair, we are
better off. Our faith, nation and werld
would do well to learn from Paul.

Aswe walk our Lenten journey to Holy
Week and the celebration of Easter on
March 27, may we learn from Paul's life; reflect on our
faith, care and call in the world; move out of our comfort
zones; challenge each other to help in the name of Christ;
and find our ways to love the world for which Ged gave
God's only son.
